Example Explained: 

When a browser displays a web page, it will not display the markup tags. 

The text between the <html> and </html> tags describes a web page. 

The text between the <body> and </body> tags is displayed in the web browser. 

The text between the <p> and </p> tags is displayed as paragraphs. 

The text between the <b> and </b> tags is displayed in a bold font. 

HTM or HTML Extension? 

When you save an HTML file, you can use either the .htm or the .html extension. We use .htm in our examples. It is a habit from the past when commonly used software allowed only three letters in file extensions. 

With newer software it is perfectly safe to use .html. 

HTML Headings 

Headings are defined with the <h1> to <h6> tags. <h1> defines the largest heading. <h6> defines the smallest heading. 

<h1>This is a heading</h1> 

<h2>This is a heading</h2> 

<h3>This is a heading</h3> 

HTML Paragraphs 

Paragraphs are defined with the <p> tag. 

<p>This is a paragraph</p> 

<p>This is another paragraph</p>

HTML Links 

HTML uses a hyperlink to link to another document on the Web. 
<a href="categories.htm">Visit categories </a> 

Explanation:- Visit categories (this is to display in frontend) 

categories.htm (is the link),which goes under href=”link goes here” 

Ex. <a href=”#”>something to display</a> this is hashed link ,It looks link in  front end but links same page same position. 

If we want to an image link ,the syntax look like’ 

<a href=”categories.htm”><img src=”images/icon.gif” border=”0”></a> 

in the example above border=”0” plays a great role,its important. 

The Target Attribute 

Ex. target="_blank" invokes link will be open in a new window. 
<a href="categories.htm " target="_blank"> categories</a> 

The Anchor Tag and the Name Attribute 

The line below defines a named anchor: 

<a name="tips">Useful Tips Section</a> 

To link directly to the "tips" section, add a # sign and the name of the anchor to the end of a URL, like this: 

<a href="categories.htm#tips"> 

Jump to the Useful Tips Section</a> 
A hyperlink to the Useful Tips Section from WITHIN the file "categories .htm" will look like this: 
<a href="#tips">Jump to the Useful Tips Section on this page</a> 

HTML Tables 

Tables 

Tables are defined with the <table> tag. A table is divided into rows (with the <tr> tag), and each row is divided into data cells (with the <td> tag). The letters td stands for "table data," which is the content of a data cell. A data cell can contain text, images, lists, paragraphs, forms, horizontal rules, tables, etc.

Checkboxes are used when you want the user to select one or more options of a limited number of choices.

The Form's Action Attribute and the Submit Button 

When the user clicks on the "Submit" button, the content of the form is sent to the server. The form's action attribute defines the name of the file to send the content to. The file defined in the action attribute usually does something with the received input.

Introduction to CSS 

What is CSS? 

CSS stands for Cascading Style Sheets 
Styles define how to display HTML elements 
Styles are normally stored in Style Sheets 

Styles were added to HTML 4.0 to solve a problem 

External Style Sheets can save you a lot of work 
External Style Sheets are stored in CSS files 

Multiple style definitions will cascade into one 
CSS Syntax 

The CSS syntax is made up of three parts: a selector, a property and a value: 
selector {property: value} 

Ex. 

body {color: black} 

  

Note: If the value is multiple words, put quotes around the value: 

  

p {font-family: "sans serif"} 

  

Note: If you wish to specify more than one property, you must separate each property with a semicolon. The example below shows how to define a center aligned paragraph, with a red text color:

How to Insert a Style Sheet 

External Style Sheet 

An external style sheet is ideal when the style is applied to many pages. With an external style sheet, you can change the look of an entire Web site by changing one file. Each page must link to the style sheet using the <link> tag. The <link> tag goes inside the head section:

<link rel="stylesheet" type="text/css" 

href="mystyle.css" />

Internal Style Sheet 

An internal style sheet should be used when a single document has a unique style. You define internal styles in the head section by using the <style> tag, like this: 
  

<head> 

<style type="text/css"> 

hr {color: sienna} 

p {margin-left: 20px} 

body {background-image: url("images/back40.gif")} 

</style> 

</head> 

Inline Styles 

An inline style loses many of the advantages of style sheets by mixing content with presentation. Use this method sparingly, such as when a style is to be applied to a single occurrence of an element.
